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School welcomes respected dementia and aged-care researcher to the DCRC

The QUT School of Nursing further strengthened its credentials in dementia and aged care research this year when it welcomed yet 
another internationally respected researcher to its ranks. 

Professor Elizabeth Beattie returned to Queensland from the United States to join the School in April 2008 with a brief to develop the 
School’s research capacity, particularly in aged care and dementia. She has worked with people who have dementia and their carers 
for more than 25 years in Australia, the United Kingdom and, most recently, the United States, where she spent more than 14 years 
(including eight years as Project Director and research team member for two National Institute of Health-funded research projects at 
the University of Michigan).

As new Director of Research for the Dementia Collaborative Research Centre (DCRC)—following the retirement of foundation director 
Professor Jenny Abbey—and Deputy Director of the Eastern Australia Dementia Training and Study Centre (EADTSC) in Queensland, 
Professor Beattie hopes to contribute to developing interventions that will improve quality of life for people with dementia and those 
who care for them. She is particularly interested in preventing the negative outcomes of the behavioural issues associated with 
dementia and in the ethical problems that arise when patients are unable to make effective decisions.  

While she enjoyed and valued her US experience, she said that returning to Australia was an important part of the plan. 

‘I knew that I wanted to come back to Australia in the latter part of my career to give back for what I have received, and the 
timing was right,’ she said. ‘Opportunities for this type of work in this specialty are, in fact, fantastic in Australia right now with the 
Commonwealth’s recognition and investment in dementia research and training.’ 

And investment in grant-writing over the past year has begun to pay off. Professor Beattie and DCRC colleagues Professor Lynn 
Chenoweth and Professor Rhonda Nay have received major funding for the EN-ABLE Project, which will look at improving person-
centred assessment and management of the behavioural symptoms of dementia in residential aged care. A Department of Veterans 
Affairs grant will be used to investigate the experience of stigma in veterans with dementia and their primary care-givers.  Professor 
Beattie’s smaller projects are focused on issues such as nutritional status, the use of respite care, and the management of wandering 
and getting-lost behaviour in dementia.   

Professor Beattie said that, after a busy and challenging year, the past six months had been a strengthening time for the DCRC 
partners and that the Centre’s new vision was accommodating many different projects, all to do with quality of life for people with 
dementia and their caregivers.  

‘The investment and support of the partners and the research synergies created mean there’s a place for all of us and we have a 
timely and critical focus,’ she said. ‘There’s room for many people to be involved and opportunity to have consumer involvement and 
close relationships with industry. It’s an exciting time.’

She 
completed her PhD through James Cook University, Qld and the University of 
Michigan, USA in 1997, as two-time recipient of the Centaur Memorial Fund 
for Nurses. For more than eight years she was Project Director in a National 
Institute of Health (NIH)-funded research team in the School of Nursing at the 
University of Michigan, in Ann Arbor, Michigan, USA. She is a member of the 
International Wandering Consortium (+VA, Patient Safety Centre, Tampa FL), a 
Fellow of the Gerontological Society of America, a member of the Honor Society 
of Nursing Sigma Theta Tau International (Rho and Xi Omicron chapters), and 
Adjunct Associate Professor in Gerontological Nursing in the College of Nursing, 
the University of Iowa and the School of Nursing Pennsylvania State University, 
USA.

Help for people with chronic wounds is now available thanks to a community-based service at QUT’s Kelvin Grove Campus. Run 
from QUT’s Institute of Health and Biomedical Innovation, the Wound Healing Community Outreach Service aims to improve healing 
rates and quality of life for sufferers of chronic wounds.  

According to Michelle Gibb, one of only two wound care nurse practitioners in Queensland, ‘The service is about improving wound 
healing and improving quality of life by providing support and making treatment accessible to the public. It’s also about providing 
information to people about their health and what they need to do to improve their health when it comes to chronic wounds.’

With between one and three percent of people over the age of 60 experiencing a chronic wound, Ms Gibb said it was essential that 
affordable, convenient access to treatment be available.

‘Chronic wounds are an important and costly medical issue and cost Australia’s health care system more that $500 million a year.’ 
Ms Gibb said.

‘We treat wounds including leg, pressure and diabetic foot ulcers, swollen legs, non-healing surgical wounds and infected wounds.’

Ms Gibb said while the service was established primarily as a community outreach program to improve the condition of people living 
with chronic wounds, QUT would also undertake research projects to assist in the understanding and treatment of wounds.

The service is funded by QUT and the Cecilia Kilkeary Foundation.

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QUT’s AusAid nursing program responds 
to international pandemic threat

International nursing leaders from China and Indonesia 
visited the QUT School of Nursing during September 
2008 to participate in a four-week program on nursing 
education, infection control, and managing potential 
pandemic threats in Australia and Asia. 

Nanjing Medical University Dean of Nursing Professor Yan 
Cui and Semarang Health Polytechnic nursing lecturer 
Lucia Hartati met with key QUT nursing academics 
and researchers, learnt about contemporary nursing 
education policies and approaches, and visited the Royal 
Brisbane and Women’s Hospital and The Prince Charles 
Hospital to meet with infection control experts and 
observe infection control and training methods

The ‘Pandemic Management Project—reducing 
pandemic impact through capacity building in infection 
control for nurses in China and Indonesia’ was funded 
through the Australian Government’s AusAID Australian 
Leadership Award Fellowship. 

The program supported the AusAID priority area of 
pandemics by equipping nursing education leaders with 
the skills and knowledge to incorporate infection control 
and pandemic management into the nursing training in 
universities in China and Indonesia.

The Australian Government has recognised that 
infectious disease in the Asia-Pacific region is a health 
issue and threat to Australia and is therefore an Australian 
aid priority.  

The threats of Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome 
(SARS) and avian influenza have increased awareness 
of the risks that possible pandemic outbreaks pose to 
Australia. 

Lucia Hartati and Professor Yan Cui 

Sabbatical at QUT School of Nursing

I am a Senior Fellow in the School of Nursing at the 
University of Washington, Seattle and I spent six months 
(March–September) at the QUT School of Nursing as a 
visiting academic fellow. My goals were to evaluate the 
sustainability of Dr. Debra Anderson’s Women’s 
Wellness Program and to increase my capacity to do 
qualitative research. The Women’s Wellness program is 
an intervention designed to reduce cardiovascular risk 
factors in midlife women.  The Sustainability Study 
explored whether improvements in health behaviours 
and health indicators were sustained over time. A report 
of the findings has just been accepted for publication in 
Health Care for Women International.

Carol Windsor worked closely with me as I conducted 
interviews with the women.  Social factors influencing 
health behaviours were explored using a grounded 
theory methodology.  Findings from this work have been 
submitted for publication.

For two weeks in November this year, nineteen undergraduate nursing students had the opportunity to travel overseas to observe 
nursing practices in other countries when the School of Nursing again ran its very successful Undergraduate International Student 
Exchange Program.

As in past years, selected students visited China, Norway, and the United States of America as guests of host universities: two 
students visited St Luke’s Hospital School of Nursing at Moravian College in Bethlehem, USA; two visited Stavanger, Norway, as 
guests of the University of Stavanger; and eight visited Nanjing, China, as guests of Nanjing Medical University.

This year, the School was pleased to be able to expand the program, with seven students visiting Hualien, Taiwan, as guests of Tzu 
Chi College of Technology School of Nursing. Students observed nursing in their destination countries and enjoyed participating in a 
cultural and professional exchange with academic and nursing staff and university students.

In China, students observed nursing in medical, surgical, and maternity wards and visited a Traditional Chinese Medicine clinic.

In Taiwan, students visited the Mennonite Christian Hospital and Tzu Chi Buddhist Hospital and were fascinated by the contrast 
Buddhist and Western care philosophies.

Despite the cold and dark of the winter months, students who visited Stavanger enjoyed their time in the ENT ward, observed 
surgical procedures, and were challenged by the high-tech environment of the simulator sessions at the University of Stavanger.

In Bethlehem, Pennsylvania, in the USA, students stayed with medical students in on-campus dormitories and visited local hospitals 
and clinics. While they noted many similarities in nursing care with practices in Australia, they also noted differences, particularly in 
organisation and funding for medical care.

Students said they were humbled by the warmth and generosity of their hosts and appreciated the time and effort spent organising 
their programs. All agree that they benefited from the exchange of ideas as they had their eyes opened to different nursing practices 
and care philosophies in each of the countries they visited.

The program, which has been running for three years and is supported by memoranda of understanding and professional and 
academic relationships between QUT and host universities, is open to selected students in the second and third years of the 
undergraduate nursing course. The School of Nursing covers part of travel costs from money received from the Vice-Chancellor’s 
Outward Bound Student Mobility Fund, School of Nursing, and Faculty of Health.

Many of this year’s students took the opportunity to extend their trips to further explore the countries they visited. They enjoyed 
getting together to share their experiences on their return and gave positive feedback and suggestions for improvements. Several 
have offered to contribute to the next year’s program as mentors.

Viet Nam

During 2008, several visits were made to Viet Nam.

In April, Professor Genevieve Gray and Dr Helen Williams visited 
Hanoi. This visit was part of the Scoping Study for Capacity 
Building in Nurse Education in Viet Nam. A joint QUT/Viet 
Nam Nurses Association (VNA) workshop was held at which 
QUT staff led developments in nursing competencies and 
nurse education. Meetings were held with VNA, Pathfinder 
International, Ministry of Health, Department of Science and 
Training, Department of Organisation and Personnel, the 
country representative for The Netherlands Medical Committee, 
and staff from Hanoi University.

Professor Genevieve Gray visited Hanoi and Ho Chi Minh City 
during September to conduct a series of meetings with key 
stakeholders and organisations for the Nurse Capacity Building 

Program and to plan the scheduled workshops for October 
and December and activities for 2009. Meetings were held 
with Hanoi Medical University and University of Medicine and 
Pharmacy to discuss the four-year project and their possible 
role as lead universities. Meetings were also held with VNA 
and Department of Therapies of the Ministry of Health in Hanoi 
regarding the issues of nursing education in Viet Nam and 
strategies for capacity building.

During October, Dr Yvonne Osborne and Dr Peter Lewis 
visited to Hanoi and Ho Chi Minh City to deliver workshops 
as an introduction to National Competency Standards for 
Nursing in Viet Nam and to conduct a series of meetings with 
key stakeholders and organisations for the Nursing Capacity 
Building Program. Meetings were held with deans, heads of 
nursing and nurse teachers at Hanoi Medical University and 
Ho Chi Minh University of Medicine and Pharmacy. Visits were 
also made to Viet Duc Hospital (Hanoi) and Cho Ray Hospital 
(Ho Chi Minh City). Further meetings were also held with 
representatives of the VNA.
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Building nurse capacity in Viet Nam

This year the School completed the scoping study funded by Atlantic Philanthropies and submitted a report to the donor highlighting 
the central areas of need as the upgrading of nurse teacher training and educational reform. As part of the scoping study, 
a two-week study tour to QUT was hosted in April 2008 for a group of 10 nurse teachers from six universities. The study tour 
focussed on curriculum development at bachelor level and development of teaching skills and provided a broad overview of nursing 
and nurse education in Australia.

In May 2008, a one week study tour funded by the Netherlands Undergraduate Curriculum Project was hosted by the School of 
Nursing. This tour brought 10 participants comprising leaders of the Netherlands project and leaders of universities, with participating 
nursing schools, to QUT to learn about the competency-based undergraduate nursing curriculum and strategies for development of 
their schools of nursing.  

The following areas of need were identified:

•	� new curricula need to be prepared using a competencies based approach and the Viet Nam Nurses Association (VNA) 
competency standards as graduate outcomes;

•	� nurse teachers need to be trained to teach and implement the new curriculum; 

•	� avenues for nurses to gain masters and doctoral qualifications in nursing need to be increased; 

•	� mechanisms for accrediting nursing schools need to be established using the WHO global standards; and 

•	� educational pathways for the current nursing workforce to continually renew their professional competencies
need to be developed. 

The School was invited to submit a further proposal to Atlantic Philanthropies to address the priorities of nurse teaching training and 
education reform. Notification was received in early October 2008 that the four-year project, ‘Capacity Building in Nurse Education in 
Vietnam’ (Phase 2) was approved and funded for around $8million by Atlantic Philanthropies and QUT.

The proposed Phase 2 program includes a number of sub-projects and activities which both continue the collaboration with the 
VNA and extends relationships with nursing schools and the Ministry of Health. The strategies suggested have been discussed with 
relevant stakeholders, are well supported and focus on:

• �strengthening the qualifications and skills of Vietnamese university nurse academics through a range of professional development 
strategies including scholarships for masters and PhDs, teaching fellowships and short courses;

• developing curricula and teaching materials for the bachelor of nursing degrees;

• building the capacity of the VNA to achieve their strategic objectives for advocacy in relation to nurse education;

• �supporting the further development of postgraduate nursing education. Strategies include supporting the masters program at the 
University of Medicine and Pharmacy in Ho Chi Minh City and examining the feasibility of establishing a second masters program 
in Vietnam in Ha Noi; and

• enhancing clinical learning in selected hospital demonstration sites.

Nursing schools and healthcare organisations across Viet Nam vary widely in their capacity to implement the new Vietnamese draft 
standards for the professional nurse. The greatest gains are likely to be made if resources are prioritised in Phase 2 to target formal 
university courses for the initial preparation of nurses and the professional development of nurse teachers in schools that are willing to 
innovate and which have already invested in building the number and capacity of their nurse teacher faculty. 

Inservice education to upgrade and increase skills in the existing nursing workforce to the competency standards will also be required 
in the medium term and further funding would be required to do this properly in addition to the strategies suggested above for 
Phase 2. QUT will seek to leverage potential sources of funding from sources such as AusAID, WHO, MOH Department of Science 
and Training and other NGOs for this purpose.
