Who is eligible to enrol?
) 
	The course has been written with specific modules for Registered Nurses and Enrolled Nurses.  These are identified on the relevant application forms.  These modules assume a pre-existing level of knowledge.  Nurses who have less than 12 months experience in the specialty may have insufficient background knowledge.
